In consideration of the changes brought about by the COVID-19 pandemic, 
the Bureau of Learner Support Services - Youth Formation Division (BLSS-YFD), 
in cooperation with the Kool Adventure Camp of the Ramon Aboitiz Foundation Inc. 
(RAFI-KAC), has transitioned approaches to be more responsive to the emerging 
needs in youth engagement and development.
