Depkd Order related to Filipino core values for the information, guidance,
promotion, compliance, and cooperation of all Depkd offices and schools, and
by all DepEd employees and key stakeholders which include the students,
teachers, school administrators, non-teaching personnel, and parents.

Every ideal Filipino of the past, present and future, that is,
every Filipino who is truly nationalist and genuinely
patriotic must have these outstanding qualities in
adjective form - Maka-Diyos, Makabansa, Makatao, and
Makakalikasan, otherwise known as inherent Filipino
core values where each specific core value actually
originates from the generally accepted Filipino core
values in noun form - Diyos, Bayan and Kapwa.

Hence, every Filipino of whatever faith or religion,
traditional culture or social upbringing, level of
education or school degree, and whatever kind of
decent work or livelihood in society, they all
represent the ideal Filipino who is essentially
Makakapwa to every Kapwa Filipino where the
core values of Maka-Diyos, Makabansa,
Makatao, and Makakalikasan are ingrained in \
their every day thinking, character, and action.

LEGAL BASIS

The Flag and Heraldic Code of the Philippines, or Republic Act No. 8491 signed on February 12,
1998, prescribes the Code of the National Flag, Anthem, Motto, Coat-of-Arms and Other Heraldic Items
and Devices of the Philippines. It serves as the primary legal basis in the implementation, dissemination,
and teaching of Depkd Core Values in all public and private schools nationwide.

The Core Value Maka-Diyos was also number one in Apolinario Mabini's own El Verdadero Decalogo
or True Decalogue. Mabini was closer to the Aguinaldo faction of the Katipunan and wrote his own
version of 10 commandments for members and their constituents to follow.

“Ikaapat. Ibigin mo ang iyong Inang Bayan ikalawa
sa Dios at sa iyong puri at higit sa tyong sarili,
ang  kaisa-isang  Paraisong

Mahalin mo ang Diyos nang buong puso.” This is the first in the rules or value ethics that Gat Andres
Bonifacio likewise incorporated in his Dekalogo. Dekalogo was a list of 10 commandments for the
members of the Katipunan. Since the Katipunan was the core of an emerging new and
independent “bansa,” the Dekalogo of Bonifacio was the early stage of law-making for the “bansa.”
We can imagine Bonifacio seriously pondering what the Filipinos value most at that time and what
is good for them before he wrote his Dekalogo.

While Bonifacio rose in arms against the Spanish colonizers, including the friars who brought
Catholicism to the colony, apparently he never abandoned his faith in God. We easily remember
his raised bolo of ultimate patriotism but we miss to appreciate his being Maka-Diyos, first and
foremost.

Still from Dekalogo, second in the list, “Pakatandaan lagi na ang pag-ibig sa Diyos ay siya ring
pag-ibig sa Tinubuan, at iyan din and pag-ibig sa kapwa.”

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Makatao (Humane)

According to Webster’s dictionary, “Correlate” means to have a close connection with something; to
have a correlation or causal relationship to something; to present or set forth in order to show that
a close connection exists between two or more things.

This Core Value No. 2 Makatao correlates with Core Value No. 1 Maka-Diyos, as the second
commandment of God the Father in Christian faith, and also commanded by Allah in Muslim faith
provides “Love for fellow brothers and sisters or fellowmen.”

This 2nd Core Value therefore springs from belief in God who created man and all things,
recognizing the equal rights among fellow human beings (Kapwa Tao). To explain simply, you cannot
be Makatao if you are not Maka-Diyos and vice-versa.

The Makatao Core Value also reflects the rationale for Filipino Democracy that recognizes both
differences and equal rights of fellow Filipinos (Kapwa Filipino). It serves as the strongest motivation
for peaceful change that would tackle equitable distribution of the country’s wealth.

Dr. Rizal for his part emphasized God’s intention in creating man. In his
“Message to the young women of Malolos” he wrote, “Men are born equal,
naked, and without chains. They were not created by God to be enslaved,
neither were they endowed with intelligence in order to be misled, not
adorned with reason to be fooled by others. It is not pride to refuse to
worship a fellow man (i.e., the friar), to enlighten the mind, and to reason
out everything.”

Marcelo H. del Pilar was branded as “hereje” (heretic) for his written attacks
against the friars and for lampooning Catholic prayers and yet in one of his
writings titled “Ang Kadakilaan ng Diyos” he quoted God, “Sukat na mahalin
ang kapwa tao, alang-alang man lamang sa pagmamahal mo sa lahat; mahalin
mo ang minamahal ko at bukas makalawa’y may tanging ligaya pang pilit na
tatamuin mo.”

Del Pilar continued, “Diyan ay sukat mo hang mabanaagan, hanasang irog, ang
kadakilaan niyang DIYOS di nlhlmgat sandali man sa pagkalinga sa atin. Dakila sa

mga anak dito sa lupa; at pantas man o mangmang. Mayaman man o dukha ay
walang mawawaglit sa mairog at lubos niyang paglingap.”

The 9% of El Verdadero by Apolinario Mabini said, “Ibigin mo ang kapwa
mo tao kaparis ng pag-ibig mo sa iyong sarili, sapagka’t siya’y binigyan ng
Diyos, at ikaw ay ganon din naman, ng katungkulang tulungan ka at huwag
niyang gawin sa iyo ang di niya ibig na gawin mo sa kaniya.”

Mabini emphasized the importance of enforcing order and discipline by
the emerging nation by starting, “Nguni’t kapag ang kapwa mo tao ay
nagkukulang dito ... at pinagtangkaang lipulin ang iyong buhay at kalayaan
at pag-aari, ay dapat mo namang ibuwal at lipulin siya!”

Utmost Reverence to Islands’ Mountains, Forests, Lands, Rivers and Seas

Despite competing theories about how the first peoples arrived in the Philippines, there is solid
archeological evidence of human presence in the islands as early as 22,000 years ago (Agoncillo 1990,
21; Jocano 1998a, 107). One of the most important pre-historic artifacts is the Manunggul Jar, dated
890-710 B.C. and found in the island of Palawan (Ronquillo 2003, 37). It depicts two men on a boat
journeying to the afterlife, and is a perfect symbol of early animist beliefs and seafaring ways.

Makakalikasan (Pro-Environment)

The tribes that the Spanish encountered in the coastal areas were organized in units called the
barangay, named after balangay, the kind of boat that was used by the first groups of settlers to arrive

This 3 Core Value Makakalikasan correlates with Core Value No. 2 Makatao as the second commandment
of God the Father in Christian faith, and also commanded by Allah in Muslim faith provides “Love for nature
and all living creations in the God or Allah created environment in land, water and air.”

This Core Value No. 3 likewise springs from belief in God who created man and all things, recognizing
man as keeper and master of all creation and the environment of such created plants and animals. To
explain simply, you cannot be Makakalikasan if you are not Makatao and vice-versa.

The Makakalikasan Core Value also reflects the Filipino’s role in protecting nature and the environment
where he lives and where he derives his family, and the community’s source of living for food, shelter,
medicine, and other human needs. This Core Value is actually much-needed to strengthen the resolve to
address climate change and its effects to the people and community today and in the future. Specifically,
it is a Core Value that will strengthen our resolve as a people to protect the country’s natural resources
which are primarily for all fellow Filipinos (Kapwa Filipino).

Makakalikasan is actually an indigenous value that also springs from belief in the Supreme Being who
created man and all things around him. It is a much needed value to strengthen resolve to address climate
change at present time. Specifically, it is a core value that will strengthen our resolve as a people |

in the Philippines (Scott 1994, 4-5; Agoncillo 1990, 40). Each barangay consisted of around 30 to 100
families and was ruled by a datu or chieftain. They were a river and sea-faring people with trade dealings
with the mountain tribes further inland and other coastal settlements.

As an environmental health and rural reconstruction champion of his era, Rizal

carried out community projects in Dapitan that afforded the people with
tangible health, sanitation and ecological benefits. Among these projects were
the aqueduct that Rizal engineered from a mountain stream that gave people
of Dapitan access to clean water, the draining of swamps to control the
breeding of malaria mosquitoes, the provision of street lighting system using
coconut oil lamps, and the beautification of the town plaza.

Gat Jose Rizal, speaking through Old Tasio in Noli me Tangere, has talked about protection of
birds, migratory birds and how tagging was practiced to determine how far the birds have
traveled.

Old Tasio: “Don't you hear them? The swallows are my guests. This Year one is missing, some
malevolent Chinese of Japanese boy must have snared it.”

Like today's herbalists, Rizal, who was also a physician specializing on eye e s e s
diseases, studied locally-grown medicinal plants and have these prescribed
to his poor patients to alleviate their health problems. An avid naturalist, or a
person who studies “natural history,” Rizal collected samples of animals and plants
from the forest and seashores, including an amazing collection of 346 shells
consisting of 203 species, 38 new varieties of fish and some rare specimens that

have been named after him such as the Apogonia rizali (a beetle), Draco rizali (a
flying dragon) and Rhacophorus rizali (a frog). Also, as a farmer, he planted and cared
for hundreds of trees in Dapitan.”

Dr. Penelope V. Flores, Professor of Education Emeritus at San Francisco State University wrote that “It (1896
Revolution) was also the beginning of the recognition of the identity of the Filipino — no longer Indio.

Filipinos began to see themselves as a nation and aspired to fight Spain as a nation. Earlier revolts had
been attempted to redress specific injustices. This time, the people stopped looking at Spain as the mother
country and considered Filipinas as their motherland or “Inang Bayan”

Number 12 in Jacinto’s Kartilya interpreted the Confucian “golden rule” as,

According to the book, Rizal and the Development of National Consciousness, Rizal
studied Hebrew to enable him to interpret the Bible in its original text and be better
prepared to defend any controversial religious issue that Noli Me Tangere might arouse.
In fact, he translated some passages from the Bible that he used in the Fili.

It was also recounted that on March 29, 1891 Dr. Rizal wrote Dr. Blumentritt about the
persecution of his family because of his activities as a propagandist. His heart ached
over their misfortune but his spirit was not discouraged (hindi nasiraan ng loob o
nawalan ng loob). /

Rizal was not sorry that he had started the propaganda campaign and if he were to be
born again, he would do the same of what he believes as Maka-Diyos core value actions
duri;ng that oppressive time of the Spanish regime.

ccording to Wikipedia, the Filipino value system or Filipino values refer to the set of values or
the value system that the majority of the Filipinos have historically held important in their
lives. This Philippine values system includes their own unique assemblage of consistent
ideologies, moral codes, ethical practices, etiquette, and cultural and personal values that are
promoted by their society.

As with any society though, the values that an individual holds sacred can differ on the basis of religion,
upbringing, and other factors. As a general description, the distinct value system of Filipinos is rooted
primarily in personal alliance systems, especially those based in kinship, obligation, friendship, religion,
and commercial relationships.

Philosophical Basis of
“Kapwa Filipino” Values

ilipino values are, for the most part, centered at maintaining social harmony, motivated primarily
by the desire to be accepted within a group. The main sanction against diverging from
these values are the concepts of "Hiya" roughly translated as 'a sense of shame' and

"Amor propio" or 'self-esteem’. Social approval, acceptance by a group, and belonging to a group,
are major concerns.

Caring about what others will think, say or do, are strong influences on social behavior among Filipinos
who generally desire harmony, not only in interpersonal relationships, but also with nature and religion.

One can note how Hiya (propriety/dignity),
Pakikisama (companionship/esteem), and Utang na
loob (gratitude/solidarity), are merely Surface
Values—readily seen and observed values
exhibited and esteemed by many Filipinos. These
mentioned three values are considered branches
from a single origin—the actual Core Value of the
Filipino  Personality—Kapwa which  means
'togetherness', and refers to community, or not
doing things alone.

The values of Filipinos specifically uphold the
following: solidarity of the family unit, security
of the Philippine economy, orientation to
small-groups, personalism, the concepts of
"loob" or "kalooban" (meaning "what'’s inside the
self" the "inner-self', or the "actual personal
feelings of the self"), existence and maintenance
of smooth interpersonal relationships, and the
sensing of the feelings or needs of others

Kapwa Filipino Personality, otherwise known as
‘Kapwa Filipino Core Value, has two categories, (known as pakikiramdam). In a larger picture,
lbang Tao (other people) and Hindi Ibang Tao these values are grouped general clusters
(not other people). The Surface Values spin off  or "macroclusters" namely, the relationship
of the Core Value through the Pivotal Aspect cluster the social cluster, the livelihood cluster,
ofPakikiramdam, or shared inner perception

The basic and most important unit of Filipino life is the family. Unlike in
Western countries, young Filipinos who turn 18 are not expected to move out
of their parents' home. When the parents of a Filipino are old and cannot take
care of themselves, they are cared for in their children's homes and are very
rarely brought by their children to Homes for the Aged.

The practice of separating the elderly from the rest of the family, while
common in Western countries, is often looked down upon in Filipino society.
Family lunches with the whole clan with up to 50 people, extending until the
line of second cousins, are not unusual. The Filipino puts a great emphasis on

the value of family and being close to one's family members.

This famous trait is the ability of generally joyful Filipinos to find humor in
everything. It sheds light on the optimism and positivity of Filipinos in
whatever situation they are in, so as to remain determined in going through
struggles or challenges.

It serves as a coping technigue, the same way a child who has fallen laughs at

himself/herself to hide his/her embarrassment. /

Studies show that Filipinos often have an aversion to a set of standardized
rules or procedures. They are known to follow a "natural clock" or organic
sense of time—doing things in the time they feel is right.

Most Filipinos are present-oriented, which means that one attends to a task
or requirement at the time it is needed and does not worry much about
future engagements. This allows the Filipino to adapt and be flexible in doing
the tasks at times not bound to a particular schedule or timeframe. This
allows them to think on their feet and be creative in facing whatever

challenge or task they have, even when it is already right in front of them.

The Philippines is approximately 85% Christians (mostly Roman Catholics and
other Christian denomination), 10% Muslim, and 5% 'other' religions, including
the Taoist-Buddhist religious beliefs of Chinese, and the 'indigenous' Anito
(divine beings or ancestor spirits, nature spirits, and diwatas) belief of peoples
in upland areas that resisted 300 years of Spanish colonial rule.

This is a reflection of the Filipinos' strong faith in God as seen in their various
practices. This includes the numerous church holidays they observe; the
customary (and obligatory) Church activities; the individual's basis of their
moral standpoints; the influence of the Church on the minds, actions, and
opinions of the majority; importance of tithes, offerings, and prayers at almost
any possible time of the day; and the diligent observance of other religious
practices and Church traditions.

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With resourcefulness comes hard work. Filipinos are very determined and
persevering in accomplishing whatever they set their minds to. Filipinos over
the years have proven time and time again that they are a people with an
industrious attitude.

Many Filipinos are working abroad to help their families in the country.
Countless Filipinos are jack-of-all-trades where skills, trainings and
experiences made them competent and capable to perform their respective
iobs in anyv industry in both public and private sectors

Even with little support, technological weaknesses, and the country’s seasonal
typhoons, the Filipino farmers and fishermen still strive to earn their daily meal.

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Foreigners who come to visit the Philippines speak of Filipinos going out of their
way to help them when lost, or the heartwarming generosity of a Filipino family
hosting a visitor in their poverty-stricken home. Meanwhile, most foreigners who
attend Filipino gatherings abroad (which are frequently organized for hundreds of
reasons) testify to the warmth and friendliness of Filipinos as they experience that
feeling of “belongingness.”

Indeed, the legendary Filipino hospitality is not limited to the Philippines. It is
everywhere wherever there are Filipinos.

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In relation to parenthood, bearing male and female children depends on the
preferences of the parents based on the expected roles that each gender would
assume once grown up. Both genders are expected to become responsible
members of the family and their society. Women in the Philippines are expected
to become caring and nurturing mothers for their own children.

Female Filipinos are also expected to lend a hand in household work. They are
even anticipated to offer assistance after being married. On the other hand,
Filipino men are expected to assume the role of becomlng the pnmary source of
income and financial support of hls famlly :

“Kapwa Filipino” with “shared identity” of being Maka-Diyos, Maka-Tao, Maka-Kalikasan and
Maka-Bansa is what the new Filipino Nationalism stands and struggles for. It is in the struggle that
sacrifices are made. This is the essence of patriotism.

The DepEd Youth Formation Division has introduced in its trainings the discussion of core values
with historical perspective. From the experiences of our heroes and their legacy of patriotism and
ideals, the historical basis of the core values of DepEd is explored.



ERADICATION OF DRUG SCOURGE
AS OUR PATRIOTIC DUTY

Armed with the core values, the DepEd embarks on a concerted effort to
address the drug problem in the country.

Hon. DepEd Secretary Leonor Magtolis Briones in her policy statement titled,
“The Eradication of the Drug Scourge is Our Patriotic Duty,” said: “In this
regard we want the core values of Maka-Diyos, Makatao, Makabansa and
Makakalikasan to serve as the basic foundation of our youth formation
programs and activities to effectively counter the appeal of illegal drugs.”

Ideological Challenges in Youth Formation

The ideological challenge is a multifaceted competition covering 4 main aspects of an ideology - set of
fundamental values, concept of society, vision of an alternative future, and program of action or
government.

But it is basically a competition between sets of fundamental values. You cannot kill an ideology with
arms. You can only overcome an ideology with a superior ideology, or at least a more relevant or
appropriate set of fundamental values. In the case of the ideological challenge of the armed Left it is:

A materialist class ideology that promotes absolute selflessness beyond self and family vs. the core
values of Maka-Diyos, Maka-Tao and Maka-Bansa that should build a comparable commitment to
country and people. (Maka-Kalikasan is the Filipino contribution to the internationalism of addressing
climate-change.)
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Unifying Objective for Settling Ideological Differences

While ideological differences cannot easily be settled, Jacinto presented an easily accepted and easily
understood unifying objective. Jacinto wrote in No. 8 of his Kartilya, “Ipagtanggol mo ang inaapi;
kabakahin ang umaapi.”

Jacinto stressed the value of family and the role of its head in promoting goodness. In No. 10 of
Kartilya, Jacinto said, “Sa daang matinik ng buhay, lalaki ang siyang patnugot ng asawa at mga anak; kung
ang umaakay ay tungo sa sama, ang patutunguhan ng inaakay ay kasamaan din.” \We can fairly say that the
‘kasamaan” that Jacinto wanted to avoid are those in contrary to the value ethics he earlier enumerated
in Kartilya.

Also, Jacinto did not fail to include how women should be treated with respect. In No. 11 of Kartilya he
instructed, “Ang babae ay huwag mong tingnang isang bagay na libangan lamang, kundi isang katuwang at
karamay sa mga kahirapan nitong buhay; gamitin mo nang buong pagpipitagan ang kanyang kahinaan, at
alalahanin ang inang pinagbuharan at nag-iwi sa iyong kasanggulan.”

And finally, Jacinto paid tribute to labor in his Liwanag at Dilim, a record of his thoughts on various concerns.

Jacinto did not forget the important role of farmers in society as he wrote in Dilim at Liwanag, ‘Kung
iginagalang ang hangin ng kapalaluan, ang bula ng kayamanan, ay lalong dapat na igalang ang mga
magbubukid na nabababad sa ulan at nabibilad sa araw upang mabuhay ang lahat ng bunga ng kanyang
pinagpaguran.” : ‘

The notion of diwa is based on the belief that human existence is a configuration of a harmonious
relationship between the physical body and the spiritual essence of being human.

... diwa refers to the inner force that lies at the core of our kalooban (selves) and from which
emanate all personal and social sentiments. It holds together the different elements of existence and
transforms them into one functioning whole called buhay, or life.

... diwa as the essence of life that gives meaning, validity, and legitimacy to commonly shared
convictions known as paninindigan (stand or position taken; ethical principles) and to commonly
upheld moral principles called karangalan (moral stature; reputation).
