OKKK! TAMBAYAN SERIES  
 

As part of the blended learning framework for SY 2020-2021, the Department 
of Education (DepEd) through the Disaster Risk Reduction and Management 
Service (DRRMS), Office of the Undersecretary for Legal Affairs (OULA) and the 
Youth Formation Division (YFD), in partnership with the Cultural Center of the 
Philippines (CCP), Komunidad X, and the Psychological Association of the 
Philippines (PAP), conducted online learning activities to provide mental health and 
psychosocial support to learners and to orient them with their basic rights and 
help protect themselves in this time of the pandemic.  

This includes the Online Kahusayan para sa Karapatan ng Kabataan 
Tambayan (OKKK! Tambayan) which is designed to empower secondary learners 
and provide them with a platform where they could share their experiences at home 
and express their emotions and concerns amidst the pandemic through various 
art-based activities featured in different episodes.  

Since these times remain to be a challenge to our learners, the DRRMS 
continues to lead online learning activities and provide a platform for high school 
learners where they may find a support system to cope with the new normal. 

The relaunch of OKKK! Tambayan—renamed as OKKK! (Online Kahusayan 
at Katatagan ng Kabataan)—aims to highlight student participation by inviting 
qualified and willing learners to apply as student panelists.   

With the assistance of Regional Youth Formation Division coordinators, the 
office was able to shortlist qualified students from identified divisions and schools 
as panelists (see Annex A).  
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In this light, all DepEd offices are encouraged to enjoin all the selected 
student panelists in the workshop which will commence on January 2021. 
Moreover, ALL secondary learners are encouraged to participate in the actual run 
of the online mental wellness series, which will start on February 2021 to be 
streamed live on the official Facebook page of DepEd Philippines. See Annex B for 
the program flow of the episodes of OKKK! Tambayan and Annex C for the 
workshop sessions for student panelists.
